• There are 10 units of work. For each unit of work for the core input weeks, the 
approximate workload should be around 12 (to 152) hours for core tasks and reading.  

• Two weeks are designated as ‘workshop’ weeks, which are essentially time to prepare 
and peer review assignments 1 and 2. Additional time is provided at the end of the 
course for the final assignment preparation.  

• Apart from the induction week, units of work normally open on a Friday evening for 
independent weekend work; tutors come online Monday-Friday.  

• Each week includes readings,3 interactive tasks and ends with a milestone task.  

• The course includes optional synchronous ‘liverooms’ for some weeks. These are not 
obligatory and are usually recorded.
